Persons likely to be called aé witnesses before the Billy Wright Inquiry (‘The
Inquiry’) were invited to submit applications for anonymity and/or screening in
accordance with the Inquiry’s Anonymity Protocol of 30 June 2006. The Inquiry has

received a number of such applications.

Witness ‘S’ submitted an application requesting anonymity. Witness ‘S’ also
submitted with the application further confidential papers that were for the eyes of the
Inquiry Panel only. Any information from those documents which has been taken into
account by the Panel in their deliberations is referred to in general terms where

appropriate in this decision.

The Panel received an individual Threat Risk Assessment for Witness ‘S’ from the
Security Service along with information from the Police Service of Northern Ireland
(PSNI). The applicant was sent a reétricted part of the Security Service risk
assessment and a redacted version of the PSNI information as the Inquiry Panel was
refused permission by both agencies to disclbse the material in full. The Panel has
taken into account the applicant’s comments on this material. No conclusion adverse

to the application has been based on any material undisclosed to the applfcant.
